a) refocused or additional outreach; 
b) adjustment of community mentality; 
c) Formation of Salesians and/or lay people; 
d) Increased attention to families. 

 
2. Profile of the Salesian today (see pp. 83-96) 

Do the confreres and community lifestyle demonstrate a formative 
attitude, an openness to accompaniment and a renewed passion rooted in 
the Preventive system and our charism? Cite some practical examples. 

 
3. Together with lay people in the mission and in formation (see pp. 97-111) 

In what ways is the mission shared between Salesians and lay people with 
opportunities for joint formation as well as shared life experience.
